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This article presents a compilation of female artists who carried out their sculptural work during the twentieth

century. With a brief presentation of each of them I want to implement visibility and the importance of

incorporating their works to the collective imagery in order to be added to Spanish contemporary arts history.

Some of them have public monuments of great popular recognition but their names have not been mentioned

yet. Some others have "minor" works but they were relevant teachers to other artists. A few of them have

extensive monographs about their life and their works. While others have almost gone unnoticed, but the proof

of their professional career's existence seems fundamental to us and they must be incorporated to history either

through text books, university research works, ideally achieving a supported research project, to provide them

the visibility their works and their vital trajectories deserve
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
