The brief commentum in Statii Achilleida is very important to study the mythographic transmission from Late
Antiquity to Renaissance, because it contains the characteristics of mythography (narratives, rationalistic and/or
alegorical exegesis, etymological interpretations, anonymity, pseudepigraphy, ...), and it is another link in the
textual chain of the transmission, simplification and canonization of classica myths
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
