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In contrast to statistical methods, a number of case study methods -collectively referred to as Mill's methods,
used by generations of social science researches- only consider deterministic relationships. They do so to their
detriment because heeding the basic lessons of statistical inference can prevent serious inferential errors. Of
particular importance is the use of conditional probabilities to compare relevant counterfactuals. A prominent
example of work using Mill's methods is Theda Skocpol's States and Social Revolutions
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
